wildlife. Store food properly 
unless you want raccoons

Spring wood looks dry… 
until it isn’t. Bring a small 

stash of dry kindling so 
you’re not out there negoti-

If the trail ahead looks too 
perfect, it’s probably hiding 

a rut deeper than a pot of 
gold. Ease in, test the 

ground, and keep your ride
